Reported statements

Cuando se habla de hechos o verdades generales en presente,
basta con suprimir las comillas y cambiar el pronombre sujeto.

“I'm a runner.” She says that she is a runner.
(Dice que es corredora.)

Pero lo normal es que el verbo que introduce la subordinada en
estilo indirecto vaya en pasado; entonces se produce un cambio
importante: el verbo de la subordinada da un salto atras en el
tiempo (de Present Simple a Past Simple, de este Ultimo a

Past Perfect Simple, etc.).

Los verbos mas comunes para introducir el estilo indirecto son
tell y say. Tell siempre lleva un complemento indirecto sin la
preposicion to. Say no suele llevar complemento indirecto,
pero, si lo lleva, debe ir con esa preposicién.

La oracidon subordinada va introducida por la conjuncién
that, aunque en inglés hablado se suele omitir.

“We beat our opponent,” they said.

They told us (that) they had beaten their opponent.
They said (that) they had beaten their opponent.
(Nos dijeron que habian derrotado a su adversario.)

El cambio de estilo directo a indirecto también afecta a los
pronombres personales, a las expresiones de tiempo y de
lugar, a los demostrativos y a los posesivos.

“I scored a goal yesterday,” he said.

Reported questions
Hay dos tipos de preguntas en inglés:

e Las Yes / No questions son las que se pueden contestar
con un “si” o un “no”. Para ponerlas en estilo indirecto se
emplea el verbo ask en pasado y, a continuacion, if o
whether, el sujeto y el verbo. Como la pregunta deja de
serlo y se convierte en una afirmativa, no hay inversion
sujeto-verbo ni signo de interrogacién, y tampoco comillas.

“Will you go to the tennis tournament?” Jack asked.
Jack asked if / whether I would go to the tennis
tournament. (Jack me pregunto si iria al torneo de tenis.)

e Las Wh- questions no se pueden contestar con un
“si” 0 un “no”. Son las que comienzan con una particula
interrogativa (what, who, where, when, why, whose, how,
how long, etc.). Al pasarlas a estilo indirecto, se pone el
verbo ask en pasado seguido de dicha particula (en lugar
de if o whether). Luego van el sujeto y el verbo, y se
prescinde del signo de interrogacion y de las comillas.

“When did you turn off the television?” she asked.
She asked when | had turned off the television.
(Me preguntd cuando habia apagado la televisién.)

Reported orders / requests

Para pasar una orden a estilo indirecto, se pone el verbo
order o tell en pasado y, a continuacion, el verbo que estaba
en imperativo se cambia por un infinitivo con to (el verbo
tell siempre debe ir seguido de un complemento indirecto).
Con esta misma estructura se pueden usar ask o beg para
expresar peticiones y warn para advertir a alguien de algo.

“Stop the car!” the police officer ordered.
The police officer ordered me to stop the car.
(El policia me ordend que parase el coche.)

Al pedir algo, normalmente se dice please en estilo directo,
pero se suele omitir en estilo indirecto al considerarse que
esta implicito en los verbos ask, beg, etc.

“Please stay with us, Kate!” the woman begged.
The woman begged Kate to stay with them.
(La mujer le suplicé a Kate que se quedara con ellos.)

Cuando se trata de una oracidn negativa, se pone not delante
de to.

“Please don’t shout at him.”
He told me not to shout at him.
(Me dijo que no le gritara.)

Reported suggestions

Primero se ponen el sujeto y el verbo suggest o recommend
en pasado y, a continuacion, se dice lo que se sugirié.
También se pueden usar advise para dar consejo e invite
para hacer una invitacion. Estos Gltimos siempre van seguidos
de un complemento indirecto y el verbo en infinitivo con to.

“You should stop eating junk food,” he said.

He advised me to stop eating junk food.

(Me aconsejé dejar de comer comida basura.)

Pero,
si también se quiere comunicar la intencién o el tono del
hablante, se pueden utilizar otros muchos reporting verbs:

e Afirmaciones: add, admit, agree, announce, answer,
apologise, boast, claim, complain, declare, deny,
explain, inform, insist, mention, offer, persuade,
point out, predict, promise, protest, refuse, remind,
reply, report, state, threaten, etc.

e Preguntas: enquire, request, want to know, wonder, etc.

e Ordenes: demand, order, shout, warn, etc.

e Slplicas: beg, etc.

e Sugerencias: advise, invite, recommend, suggest, etc.

“You need to be ready for intensive training.”

He explained that she needed to be ready for intensive
training.
